North Port NJROTC once again sent cadets to the AREA-7 Leadership Academy located on campus at the Admiral Farragut Academy
in St. Petersburg. All four of the cadets attended and successfully completed the course. The program is a weeklong and begins early
Sunday morning and ends with a formal parade on Saturday. All cadets remain on campus during the nights. The cadets are subjected
to rigorous physical testing and then must master drill, including Guidon and the manual of arms with swords.

SAILING ACADEMY

The AREA-7 Sail Academy was conducted at Eckert College, St. Petersburg in two one-week sessions starting Sunday 10 June.
North Port sent a total of seven cadets to the sessions. AREA-7 contracts for the ‘420’ sail boats, classroom instructors, residence in
the dorms and meals on campus. Each session starts on a Sunday at 1:00pm and ends with the graduation ceremony on Saturday at
10:00. The program is a college level course which takes the cadets from a zero-sailing knowledge level to racing in a 12 boat regatta
by Friday of their week. In addition to the sailing requirements, the cadets are up each day by 6:00 am for Physical Training followed
by two sessions on the water in the boats before their evening sail lectures. Leadership training follows until at 10:00 pm. The cost
per cadet is just under $700, and North Port NJROTC uses some of the funds granted to the Unit by the Sarasota Manatee Council to
help lower costs to the individual sailor.
